Grants

DH reported that the Lottery grant would be put in the post tomorrow.

DH to make a application to Grass roots, to cover cost of shrubs, trees, picnic tables and cost of current courses being undertaken.

£2,000 has been received from Stansted Airport Community Trust, which is to be allocated to the extension fund.

£2,000 will be forthcoming from Yardley’s Trust, once the work has started and we can supply them with invoices.

Any other Business

After discussion, it was agreed that JT to speak to Graham Sneath regarding their insurance cover etc and DH and PB agreed that they would be available to run the bar to sell drinks, sweets etc.
