Grants

KW reported that he had been approached from the Herts and Essex League regarding hiring ground out for a game on 13th June between Ilford Catholics and Newport Cricket Club.  After discussion it was agreed that KW report back to the league regarding a donation of at least £100 plus insurance to be sought from Ilford Catholics.

Junior’s Registration

Registration for the juniors took place on 22nd April and there are now 35 youngsters enrolled in the club.  Help is desperate needed for the U12’s matches, also help on Wednesday nights at junior training sessions.
