The meeting opened with David reading through the minutes of meeting dated 23rd April 2009.

Matters Arising 

Lottery Grant has been turned down.  The reasons why were unavailable at time of meeting.

No reply has been received from the Parish Council regarding the club putting hardcore in the entrance to the car park, also regarding any surplus cash they may have to help with extension.

DH has still to apply to Lords Taveners and Grass Roots regarding grants.  A grant application for £1,000 has been sent to Mars.

On 11th July Dunmow CC will be using the ground.  DH is now unavailable to man the bar for the day.  PB will now stand in to supervise.

13th June, Ilford Catholics will be using the ground.  DH will supervise on this occasion.

Junior Cricketers -  There are now 45 youngsters registered with the club.

Fundraising – Cakes, Plants and Tombola under the Guildhall made £306, while £225 was made outside of Boots in Walden selling Cakes and Tombola.   PB thanked everybody for their support and donations.

Single Wicket competition will now take place on 14th June and the Old Codgers match will be on 2nd August.

Children’s six-a-side tournament will take place on 5th July.

DH has purchased the mat for net over the road. This is now in place and being used.

Thursday Adult Training Nights -  These have not been very successful with only a handful of people attending.  There is no structure to the evening at present, but  MT advised that he would put together a specific training programme if there were more people attending. 

A small lockable filing cabinet to be purchased by DH and stored in pavilion.  This will contain all membership information, in case of accident or emergency.

Adult Cricket shirts have been received, photo has been placed in local papers, but not enough information was printed in press regarding club bar, Pete Leach sponsor etc.  This is to be looked at to see if it can be redone.

All players should park their vehicles over the road in the car park.  PB reported that Simon Latham has cut the grass in the field.

DH has purchased new scorebooks.

A cheque has still not been forthcoming from the India Villa.

DH has requested replacement lathes for the catching cradle.

PB to apply to Uttlesford for a grant, this would be for two foam fielding bats.

Weekend Team Summary – PL reported that league team had won 3 out of 5 matches.  Good start to the season.  On Sunday’s the juniors are coming through and doing well in men’s cricket matches.

Junior Cricket for 2010 – MT would like to put the juniors in the Cambridge league next season to play on Sunday’s, not the local Bardfield League.  

DH is standing down next year in his capacity of organiser for the youth section.

More coaches and help are needed if the juniors are to continue in 2010.

LR and JM have agreed to contact parents of juniors to see if any are interested in taking coaching courses, or willing to help next year.

JM to look into up and coming coaching courses.

KW to produce a Junior Help Rota for the rest of the season.

Finance – MB reported Club as £6,200, of which £4,200 is in the building fund.  MB has opened another current account for the building fund with a separate cheque book facility.
