Matters arising from previous meeting 

Grants – Lord Taveners grant had been applied for, but the quotes were wrong and now needs re-doing.

Grass Roots grant sent off, over subscribed for August, will be reviewed in October.  If accepted £2,500 would be received in first year, followed by £1,500 the next year.  This would be spent on coaching courses and picnic benches.

No reply has been received from the Parish Council regarding the club putting hardcore in the entrance to the car park, but through hearsay it was suggested that we go ahead and do it.  LR to contact Haigh’s and purchase ten ton of “Type One” and get delivered as soon as possible.

Junior Cricket - The season finished with 52 members.  U12’s finished one from bottom of table and U15’s finished last in the Bardfield League.  

Fund Raising - £200 was made for Alder Hay Hospital during the recent Friday evening 20/20 match against Abbey Rangers.  Two further successful events have been the six-a-side colt tournament and the single wicket day.  Thanks go to Mark Taylor and Pete Leach for organising these events.

A lockable filing cabinet has been purchased by DH and will be installed in pavilion to hold personal information of junior members.

Indian Villa has finally come up with £225 sponsorship.

Groundwork – JT needs more help with preparing wickets for games.  E-mail to be sent out asking for help.  JT to be supplied with a float to pay for materials needed for the ground.

Finances

MB reported the club financial position at the moment is £7,900.  £2,000 has been sent to Veridor as the 10% stake for the grant.

An insurance claim will be made for the broken caravan window.  Cost £370 to repair.
