Over following months leading up to the start of next
year we will be having more working parties. Before the
new cladding goes on to the outside of the pavilion it
will all need to be painted. So an army of people armed
with paintbrushes will be needed to paint. The plan is to
do this work over weekends and the club would ask that
you could spare 2-3hours every so often to help out
with this.

The more help we get during the each stage of the work
will help to keep costs down. Without the support of
the members the only way we will be able to recoup
cost back is to put the membership fees up next year.
